In the beginning, the Founder had been helping the poor and downtrodden 


Community and also running Free First Aid Training to the students who are badly in 


Need of it for their placement in factories etc.,



After registering it officially in 1972, he started Candle Making and 


Re-canning of Chairs to the Visually Impaired by registering under Small Scale Industrial 


Unit, Ministry of Industries and Commerce.  In 1977, he started Agarbathi Making 
(Scented stick) and Tailoring Unit in the esteemed presence of H.E The Governor 
of 
Tamil nadu.



After a prolonged struggle with the Government, the Founder was able to get an 
acre of land at Vandalur Village, Chenglepet Taluk, Kanchipuram District in 1989.  He 
started an Integrated School for the Disabled and Orphan Children in 1990 and got 
recognition of the Education Department in 1991.  The Elementary School had been 
upgraded to Middle School in 1993-94 and then it was upgraded to High School in 
September 2007.

Among 30 
students, 50% are disabled and are residing in the Hostel at free of cost.

Several Courses of Computer Education are being given to the Physically and 

Speech and Hearing handicapped students.  Students are sent to Government Exam – 


Office Automation (OA Course) – (Office Automation Course).  More than 70 students 
are studying in the Institute at free of cost.

c) S.S.C  CANDLE MAKING UNIT – 

     (Registered under SSI – Permanent SSI No.18/03/07171/PMT/SSI dated 29/9/82)


This is for the uneducated Physically, Visually and Mentally Challenged youth, 
(Men and Women).  9 Machines and 30 hand-operated moulds are used in this unit.  All


The beneficiaries are residing in Hostel.  Every year 25 to 30 candidates are being 


benefited by this Unit.

d) S.S.C PAPER ENVELOPE AND CARRY BAG UNIT :



This Unit is donated by Government of India, under National Development 
Scheme for Disabled. 3 Machines and 9 Dyes are donated in 2005.  Now, this Unit is 
providing training to 20 Disabled youth every year in Envelope making, carry bag 
making etc.,

This is newly renovated unit having only 3 machines – Two power and One 
Pedal. This units provides training to 30 students of physically and speech and hearing 


Handicapped girls.  It is also decided to extend the Tailoring and Embroidery Training to
